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1   Introduction

For EN-DC, a new X2 setup procedure was agreed to support the application level configuration data exchange between eNB and en-gNB. However, there is no X2 removal procedure for EN-DC.

In this paper, we would like to discuss the support of X2 removal between eNB and en-gNB, and Xn removal between NG-RAN nodes.
2   Discussion

In Rel-12 operators raised the requirements on signaling support for X2 interface removal, and finally the new procedure has been introduced. The intention is to remove an X2 interface between two eNBs in a controlled manner with minimal operator intervention.
When EN-DC is introduced to X2 interface between eNB and en-gNB, the EN-DC X2 setup procedure is added but the removal procedure is not. The same need from Rel-12 should be applicable to EN-DC as well.
As what have been done for EN-DC, a new X2 removal procedure should be introduced.
Proposal 1: A new EN-DC X2 removal procedure should be introduced to TS 36.423.
Similarly, for Xn interface, the removal procedure should also be supported for NG-RAN nodes.

Proposal 2: A new Xn removal procedure should be introduced to TS 38.423.
3   Conclusion

In this contribution, the support of X2 removal procedure for EN-DC was discussed. The related CR to TS 36.423 is provided in [1] and the related CR to TS 38.423 is provided in [2]. 
Proposal 1: A new EN-DC X2 removal procedure should be introduced to TS 36.423.
Proposal 2: A new Xn removal procedure should be introduced to TS 38.423.
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
