2 Discussion
In RAN3#99bis meeting, it is agreed for gNB-CU to include the MeasConfig IE in CU to DU RRC Information which used for gNB-DU to generate measurement gap.RAN3 provided corresponding CR and sent an LS to RAN2 to ask confirmation from RAN2. 
In RAN3#100 meeting,RAN3 received the response LS.Based on the LS from RAN2, SMTC information of the measured cell should be available in gNB-DU to enable gNB-DU to generate measurement gap and it is left to RAN3 decision on which message should be used to transfer the SMTC information.
Two different solutions are on the table
1 Solution 1: Use non-UE associated message to transfer the SMTC information of the measured cell.
gNB-CU forwards the SMTC information for neighbour cells received in EN-DC X2 SETUP procedure/EN-DC Configuration Update procedure to gNB-DU during F1 setup/gNB-CU Configuration Update procedure.

2 Solution 2: Use UE associated message to transfer the SMTC information of the measured cell.

Introduce SMTC information in inter-node RRC message CG-ConfigInfo. When gNB-CU receive the information from MeNB, it forwards to gNB-DU. 

Note: Both solution 1 and solution 2 have ASN.1 impact for EN-DC spec.
Solution 2 is in RAN2 scope. Since RAN2 asked RAN3 to decide the message that should be used, it means RAN2 already decided not to include the information in inter-node RRC message. So, it seems solution2 is not aligned with current RAN2 agreement. Another issue for this solution is that there is duplicated information transferred between two nodes via UE associated solution and non-UE associated solution separately since RAN3 has agreed to introduce the SMTC information of neighbour cell in EN-DC X2 SETUP Request/Response message and EN-DC Configuration Update message.
There is no converge on this question. It would be continued next meeting.
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
