At last RAN3 meeting, the tdoc [3] was agreed to drastically simplify the PDU Session Resource Release Command message on the basics that release can always only be successful. As a matter of definition, if the NG-RAN node cannot find any related context, it is implicitly considered as successfully released.

Obviously, the same reasoning can apply for QoS flows, and we actually propose to extend the above reasoning to QoS flows in the Text Proposal below.

We then detected some occurrences where this impacts a few messages/ containers.
We also detected some no more applicable editor’s note related to same topic which are covered in the TP below as well.
Proposal: clean up the QoS failed to release in relevant places of NGAP and some leftover editor’s notes related to session management.
