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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 has discussed principles for intra-5G system Handover and inter-system handover between EPS and 5GS and would like to inform SA2 on agreements made:

1. Data forwarding between RAN nodes for a specific set of user plane traffic takes place in a single tunnel (or a concatenation of tunnels) not shared with forwarded user plane traffic not belonging to the set, established between the source RAN node and target RAN node. This holds for intra- and inter-system HO as well as for RRC_INACTIVE and DC scenarios.
2. The CN UP node at the source side should be agnostic towards any kind of forwarding decision/configuration at RAN.
These 2 guiding principles imply that

· only one kind of end marker is necessary

· in case the data forwarding path is forked (e.g. at intra-5GS HO from source NG-U tunnel into several DRB-level forwarding tunnels), the source NG-RAN node would need to replicate the end marker into the DRB-level forwarding tunnels.

· at EPS to 5GS handover, user traffic is forwarded from the S-GW to the source eNB via the UPF to the target NG-RAN node in a single (concatenation of) forwarding tunnels. The UPF would need to insert the NG-U header (i.e. the QFI).
2. Actions:
