Introduction

In RAN3#98 meeting, RAN3 agreed to change the presence of the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE in the CU to DU RRC information IE from “mandatory” to “optional”, and further provided a behaviour text to clarify that in the EN-DC operation the CG-ConfigInfo IE shall be included in the CU to DU RRC Information IE. 
In this contribution we discuss the possible confusion that may be caused by the duplication of the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE in the CU to DU RRC information IE, and provide a TP to TS 38.437 to remove this duplication.

Discussion  

In RAN3#98 meeting, RAN3 included the UE Radio capabilities and SCG-Config-Info IEs in CU to DU RRC information IE [1]. Then in RAN3#99 meeting, RAN3 agreed to change the presence of the UE Radio capabilities IE from “mandatory” to “optional” [2], with the understanding that in the SA case the gNB-CU could use the CU to DU RRC information message to just send the UE radio capability info (e.g. during UE initial access process).
However, considering that in the EN-DC case the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList is “mandatory” included in the CG-ConfigInfo IE, RAN3 decided to also add the following behaviour text to the UE Context Setup procedure in TS 38.473:
For EN-DC operation, the CG-ConfigInfo IE shall be included in the CU to DU RRC Information IE.
In this way, for the SN addition case in EN-DC operation, the duplication of the same information (i.e. in UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE) included in the same IE (i.e. CU to DU RRC Information IE) may cause confusion, for example if the content of the duplicate UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE is different. 
On the other hand, considering that the CG-ConfigInfo IE will not be present in the SA operation, so the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE will need to be explicitly present in the CU to DU RRC Information IE. 

In summary, in order to clarify the possible confusion/uncertainty in the decision on when and where to include the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE in the CU to DU RRC Information IE, we propose to:
Proposal 1: ignore the UE-CapabilityRAT-ContainerList IE when it is present in the CG-ConfigInfo IE.
