At last RAN3 meeting, the PPP and PPI were introduced into TS 38.415 with the following definitions:

Description: When present this parameter indicates the presence of the Paging Policy Indicator (PPI).

Value range: {0= Paging Policy Indicator not present, 1= Paging Policy Indicator present}.

Field length: 1 bit.

Paging Policy Indicator (PPI)

Description: The Paging Policy Indicator is used for paging policy differentiation (see details in 3GPP TS 23.501 [5]). This field applies to PDU sessions of IP type.

Value range: {0..23-1}. 

Field length: 3 bits.

It is clear that PPI field should be optional.

However, the logic of user plane specification to encode the optionality of PPI should be that the PPP field encoding the presence of the optional PPI field is itself mandatory, otherwise we would need yet again another IE to encode presence of the latter PPP field. This has already been discussed last time.
Therefore, the current PPP text should not start with “if present” like if it was optional:

And conversely, the current PPI text should be the one starting with “when present”
