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1   Introduction
RAN3 has introduced NR usage restriction to indicate whether UE is allowed to use NR for interworking with 5GS and for option 3 deployment. In this document we would further consider that a similar approach about E-UTRA usage restriction should be applied to deployments under 5GS. 
2   Discussion

SA2 has agreed to introduce NR usage restriction to indicate whether UE is allowed to use NR for interworking with 5GS and for Option 3 deployment. The NR usage restriction includes “NR Restrict in EPS as Secondary RAT” which indicates the restriction to use NR when the NR is used as secondary RAT in EN-DC, “NR Restriction in 5GS” which indicates the restriction to use NR when the NR connects to 5GS, and “Core Network Type Restrictions” which indicates whether UE is allowed to connect to 5GC for the PLMN. This feature is used to enable operator’s flexibility in configuring access restrictions for the NR RAT configurations.

For the case of 5GS deployments, so far it is not clear whether a similar requirement may exist, but clarification seems useful. From our understanding, the deployments based on different 3GPP architecture options and UEs with different capabilities may coexist at the same time within one PLMN. For example, E-UTRA may be deployed by its operator for three different purposes: as secondary RAT in NE-DC only; connects to EPS only; connects to both EPC and 5GS. In order to fulfil the different requirements, the operator will allow UE to use E-UTRA in MR-DC (e.g. NE-DC, NGEN-DC) but not E-UTRA in EPS, or allow UE to use E-UTRA in EPS but not E-UTRA in MR-DC, or allow UE to use E-UTRA as secondary RAT in NE-DC only.
Observation: There seems to be some justification to introduce E-UTRA usage restriction in 5GS deployment.

Since E-UTRA usage restriction is a system feature, it would be useful to check this with concerned groups (e.g. SA2, CT4). 

Proposal: Liaise the concerned groups to request a view on whether E-UTRA usage restriction in 5GS deployment should be introduced in Release 15 or not.
3   Conclusion
Based on the above discussion, we propose to send LS in [1] to clarify the requirement on possibility of E-UTRA usage restriction in 5GS deployment.
Observation: There seems to be some justification to introduce E-UTRA usage restriction in 5GS deployment.

Proposal: Liaise the concerned groups to request a view on whether E-UTRA usage restriction in 5GS deployment should be introduced in Release 15 or not.
