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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for the received LS on inclusion of selected PLMN into the complete message. RAN3 understands from this LS that, in some cases of periodic or mobility RAN area update procedure, the RAN can send a UE immediately back to RRC_INACTIVE. Then if the RAN Notification Area includes multiple PLMNs, the serving PLMN in the UE context in the RAN could be different from the UE’s selected equivalent PLMN.
RAN3 has analysed the related scenarios and concluded that there are no significant impacts of this mismatch for RAN operation while the UE remains in RRC_INACTIVE. RAN3 also understands that the mismatch is resolved as soon as there is CP or UP traffic for the UE.
RAN3 has observed that, if the RAN decides to change the RAN Notification Area without knowledge of the UE’s selected PLMN, it might provide an inappropriate RNA (for example, that does not include the UE’s currently selected PLMN). However, RAN3 thinks that this case is rare and that there are several ways to avoid or resolve it, taking into account that the RAN will anyway be aware of a PLMN ambiguity based on knowledge of the UE’s EPLMNs and the cell configuration. 

RAN3 also noticed that, in addition to mismatch between UE and RAN/CN while the UE is in RRC_INACTIVE, there could also be a mismatch between AMF and RAN in respect of UE’s serving PLMN even in connected mode, since a Path Switch Request (containing the PLMN received in msg5) may not be sent to the AMF if there is no RAN context relocation. RAN3 requests CT1 to take this possibility into account when analysing this issue.
