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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA2 for LS on TSN integration in the 5G System and make the following observations after checking the KPIs in TR 22.804
Regarding the service reliability, RAN3 understands RAN1 is under evaluation of use cases for eURLLC with the most stringent reliability targeted at 99.9999%. From RAN3 perspective, higher-layer redundancy, e.g. CA/DC-based packet duplication can be used to enhance the reliability beyond 99.9999%. 
Regarding the network delay, from RAN3 perspective, the network delay can be negligible under the condition that CU/DU is not considered or with negligible delay, and when the UPF is collocated or close to the CU. The latter case is required to be confirmed by SA2.  
Regarding the clock synchronization, the achievable time synchronization accuracy between gNB and TSN master clock can be much less than 1µs. The detailed accuracy between UE and the TSN master clock may depend on the final synchronization solution adopted in RAN. 
Also RAN3 foresee further work is needed.  
1. The clock synchronization between UE and the TSN master clock shall be investigated together with RAN1/RAN2.
2. With respects to the jitter, RAN3 would expect more inputs from SA2 on new QoS parameters required for the support of TSN. 
2. Actions:
RAN3 kindly asks SA2 to take above information into account in considering the approaches for TSN integration in the 5G System.
