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1   Introduction
In case of network congestion, if the UE requests to have access to the network, e.g., by sending RRC Connection Request message and RRC Resume Request message to the NG-RAN node, the NG-RAN node may reject the UE access by responding with RRC Reject message. The wait timer IE shall be included in the RRC Reject message. Upon receiving the RRC Reject message, UE starts timer T302 with the timer value set to the wait timer. At expiry of T302, the UE may try to access to the network again.
Regarding to CU-DU architecture, if the UE is rejected by the DU due to congestion, the wait timer shall be allocated by the DU and informed to CU via INITIAL UL RRC MESSAGE TRANSFER message, since the UE is rejected by the DU and DU can allocate an appropriate wait timer based on its local information, e.g., load information.
Proposal
1: If UE is rejected by DU due to congestion, the DU shall allocate the wait timer IE, and inform it to the CU.

2   Conclusion
In this paper, we discussed the wait timer allocation issue in case of DU congestion, and we have the following proposal:
