1 Introduction
In F1AP, the procedure text indicates that the RRC container in UE Context modification Request message is transmitted via SRB1. However, in practice, this RRC container can be transmitted by SRB3 as well. In this contribution, we will address this issue.   
2 Discussions
In the procedure text for UE context modification, the follow text indicates the transmission of RRC container:

	If the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message contains the RRC-Container IE, the gNB-DU shall send the corresponding RRC message to the UE via SRB1. If the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message includes the Execute Duplication IE, the gNB-DU shall perform CA based duplication, if configured, for the SRB for the included RRC-Container IE.


However, in TS38.401, section 8.2.2.2 describes as 

	8.2.2.2
Inter-gNB-DU Mobility using SCG SRB (SRB3)
This procedure is used for the case the UE moves from one gNB-DU to another gNB-DU when SCG SRB (SRB3) is available during EN-DC operation. The procedure is the same as inter-gNB-DU Mobility for intra-NR as defined in clause 8.2.1.1.


Where section 8.2.1.1 is as follows, where step 5 indicates that RRC-container in UE context modification message can be sent via SRB3. Thus, we propose

Proposal: the current text should be revised to allow RRC-container in UE context modification can be sent via SRB3 as well.

Inter-gNB-DU Mobility
This procedure is used for the case when the UE moves from one gNB-DU to another gNB-DU within the same gNB-CU during NR operation. Figure 8.2.1.1-1 shows the inter-gNB-DU mobility procedure for intra-NR.

3 Conclusions
In this contribution, we discuss RRC container transmission in UE context modification request message, and propose:

Proposal: the current text should be revised to allow RRC-container in UE context modification can be sent via SRB3 as well.
