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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on Completion of FS_RACS study. RAN3 has discussed the options for UE Capability ID assignment and would like to provide the following feedback. 
· The NAS approach has no RAN3 impacts for UE provisioning, and the required RAN update can be easily supported based on existing procedure(s).
· The NGAP/RRC approach might best be supported by nested NGAP/RRC procedures, since RAN3 understands that the AMF would need to receive an acknowledgment that the assignment has been received and accepted by the UE. In this case RAN3 would probably need to define a dedicated procedure just for this purpose, since the required behaviour is not covered by existing procedures.
Both approaches are therefore feasible from RAN3 point of view. However, RAN3 prefers the NAS approach due to its reduced impact on specifications as well as simpler NG-RAN node behaviour.
