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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed the end to end requirement of in-order delivery for NAS PDUs and how it can impact NGAP when different types of NAS PDUs are piggy-backed in an NGAP Initial Context Setup Request message.

RAN3 especially discussed in the context of CT1 CR in C1-186969 the case where a NAS Service Accept and a NAS PDU Session Setup are piggy-backed into the NGAP Initial Context Setup. 

In order to evaluate any potential interoperability issue for the above case RAN3 would need to get answers on the following questions:

1/ in the scenario described in the CT1 CR where UE sends NAS service Request followed by a concurrent NAS PDU Session Request, is the UE NAS absolutely expecting to receive in-order first the NAS Service Accept then the NAS corresponding to the PDU session setup?
2/ If the NAS Accept is received by UE alone via a first RRC message and the NAS corresponding to the PDU session setup also alone via a second RRC message, is this a problem for the UE?
3/ in the case 2 above, if the second RRC message is an RRC reconfiguration which fails completely, is it a problem for the UE which has received before the positive NAS Service Accept?
