During offline discussions, it was acknowledged that some changes is necessary to prevent COUNT re-use in X2AP and XnAP, but different preferences between companies arose on the usage of To Be Modified structure in the MN initiated SN Modification procedure for the change of PDCP SN length or RLC mode:
Usage of To Be Modified in MN initiated SN Modification proc. for PDCP SN length or RLC mode change:
1)  To Be Modified structure is allowed 
·  To Be Modified is allowed for the change of PDCP SN length and also for the change of RLC mode, 
·  This means that the addition of RLC mode IE (which is missing now) is necessary for full clean-up
·  The current way as described in R3-191796 and R3-191797
2)  Do not allow To Be Modified structure 
·  Instead, we use To Be Added and To Be Released structures simultaneously for the change of PDCP SN length and also for the change of RLC mode

·  This means that we need to put “Shall be ignored” to the existing PDCP SN length IEs in the To Be Modified structure for full clean-up.

3)  Half measure..

·  The current way as described in R3-191796 and R3-191797 but without adding RLC mode IE

·  This means that we allow To Be Modified structure only for the change of PDCP SN length (as PDCP SN length IEs were already defined there), but not for RLC mode, thereby NOT a full clean-up..
·  Should be the last resort, if consensus cannot be reached between Option 1 and Option 2.

Proposal 1: Since Options 1 and 2 have different impacts on implementations, companies are encouraged to check further. We take decision at the MAY meeting (RAN3-104).
Proposal 2: Agree the non-controversial changes related to the SgNB initiated SgNB Modification procedure in the X2AP CR (R3-191796), which are up for the agreement in R3-192096.
