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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the LS received in R2-1905518, notifying RAN2:

· that RAN3 made the working assumption that IPv6 flow label will be used to carry a UE bearer identifier, and 
· that this identifier will in turn be based on the respective GTP tunnel ID

· RAN3 further wanted to know if the resulting number of bearers supported with this agreement (2^20) is sufficient
RAN2 would like to inform RAN3 that bearer ID alone is not enough to uniquely identify a bearer – the destination address also needs to be used since TEID is only unique per access node. Therefore the 20 bits made available by RAN3 for the UE bearer id should be enough to identify all the bearers under a single donor, even if their number does exceed 2^20.
2. Actions:

RAN2 responds positively to RAN3’s question – the 20 bits made available by RAN3 for the UE bearer id should be sufficient – and kindly asks RAN3 to take this response into account. RAN2 has assumed that the 20 bits is the addressing limitation per IAB node connected to the donor DU. RAN2 kindly ask RAN3 to verify the correctness of this assumption.
