Cross-Link Interference Management
One or more neighboring NR cells may simultaneously use different TDD DL/UL slot patterns, where an UL transmission in one cell may cause cross-link interference (CLI) to a DL signal reception in another cell, due to different  DL/UL slot allocations. To mitigate the CLI, the network signalling enables the involved gNBs to exchange and coordinate their TDD DL/UL patterns over the Xn interface. Based on the information exchanged, a receiving gNB can adjust its transmission pattern to avoid (causing) the CLI.
