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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 studied the benefit for the UE to report RACH-related information in per-beam and per-UL / SUL, and agreed that the UE should record the beam on which it tried RACH, as well as whether the RACH is performed on UL or SUL.
In addition, RAN3 also studied the benefit for the UE to report RACH-related information after performing random access procedure toward the Secondary Node. The following are some examples
1. The UE successfully performs the RA procedure with the SN, and has SRB3 with the SN. In this scenario the SN can request the UE to provide the RA report directly on SRB3, which is similar to standalone scenario.

2. The UE successfully performs the RA procedure with the SN, while does not have SRB3 with the SN. The SN will now find that it has no method at all to trigger this MDT procedure. Some enhancements need to be done to cover this use case.

3. The RA procedure with the SN fails. In this scenario, either the UE or the SN may wish the UE to provide a failure report, including some RACH-related information, toward the SN. It is also useful for the UE to indicate the specific scenario in the failure report, e.g. to indicate it is a purely SCG addition, or a “reconfiguration with sync” of an existing SCG.
