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Introduction

In RAN3#104 and RAN#84 meetings, the CR set for network sharing was approved. There are still some details need to be further discussed in order to achieve the practical deployment.
Discussion

During the discussion in last RAN3 meeting, one left issue is how the new introduced IE “Interface Instance Indication” works, whether a specific value should be define as refer to all interface  instances, especially in the case of inter-vendor deployment.

The Interface Instance Indication IE is defined as below for TS36.423, TS38.423, while for F1 interface, the Transaction ID is reused for same purpose in TS38.473.
The Interface Instance Indication identifies the interface instance the X2AP/XnAP message is destined for. 

NOTE:
The Interface Instance Indication is allocated so that it can be associated with an X2-C/Xn-C interface instance. The Interface Instance Indication may identify more than one interface instance.

	For share signalling transport case, the Interface Instance Indication takes the value for all interface instances, i.e., Interface Instance Indication IE = “0”.The other values are used to indicate one or more interface instances.


The above Semantics description is also needed for Transaction ID over F1 interface.
