Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to let SA2 know that we have started working on the support for NPN in NG-RAN. 
During the discussions some questions arose, which require clarifications from SA2. Specifically:

Q1: The TS 23.501 specification states that “It is assumed that an NG-RAN node supports broadcasting a total of twelve NIDs.” and “It is assumed that an NG-RAN node supports broadcasting a total of twelve CAG Identifiers.”. RAN3 wonder whether SA2 intention was to limit the number of NIDs and CAGs to 12 per NG-RAN node or a cell. RAN3 believe that limiting the number of NIDs and CAGs to 12 per network node is too restrictive.
Q2: RAN3 understand that the UE mobility with PNI-NPN is constrained by the list of allowed CAGs in the mobility restriction list regardless of the CAG that the UE has selected when connecting to the network. In the regard, the term “related CAG Identifier” as it is used in TS 23.501 is somewhat ambiguous. 
In particular, the text “If the UE is currently accessing a CAG cell and the related CAG Identifier has been removed from the Allowed CAG list or if the UE is currently accessing a non-CAG cell and the indication that the UE is only allowed to access CAG cells has been set in the subscription, then the AMF shall release the NAS signalling connection for the UE by triggering the AN release procedure.” Seems to suggest that in such scenario, even if one of the still configured CAGs for the concerned cell is in the allowed list for a UE, the connection still needs to be removed. 
RAN3 ask SA2 to clarify this scenario and consider rewording the usage of the term “related CAG Identifier”.
