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1   Introduction
Last CT1#117 meeting sent a reply LS regarding the NAS PDUs in the NGAP messages in [1]. Based on that, this contribution presents our view, and provide the companion CRs in [2].  
2   Discussion

As described in [1], the answer to the first question is extracted as follows. 

Question 1: if UE sends NAS service Request, can it send a following PDU session request before receiving the NAS Service Accept?

Between sending of a SERVICE REQUEST message and receiving a SERVICE ACCEPT message, the UE can send an UL NAS TRANSPORT message carrying a 5GSM message only if conditions specified in 24.501 subclause 4.2 are fulfilled.

As specified in 24.501 subclause 4.2, the UE can send an UL NAS TRANSPORT message carrying a 5GSM message between sending of a SERVICE REQUEST message and receiving a SERVICE ACCEPT message only if the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode and a service request procedure for re-establishing user-plane resources of PDU session(s) is initiated without including PDU session status IE or Allowed PDU session status IE.
Basically the replies means that only when the UE is connected mode, the UE can send a PDU session request before receiving the NAS service accept message. This also hints that when the idle UE initiates the service request message, it can not send any following PDU request before receiving the NAS service accept.  This is captured in TS 24. 501 subclause 4.2.  
	During 5GMM procedures, the UE and the AMF shall suspend the transmission of 5GSM messages, except when: 

a)
the 5GMM procedure is piggybacking 5GSM messages; or 

b)
the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode and a service request procedure for re-establishing user-plane resources of PDU session(s) is initiated without including PDU session status IE or Allowed PDU session status IE.


Hence the PDU session level NAS-PDU shall not be sent during the service request procedure for idle UE. However in current Initial Context Setup Request message, the PDU session level NAS-PDU is included. One simple way is to add a statement that the PDU session level NAS-PDU is not used in current release. 
Note that there are procedural texts in the subclause 8.2.1.2 as follows. 
· For each PDU session successfully established the NG-RAN node shall pass to the UE the PDU Session NAS-PDU IE, if included, and the value contained in the PDU Session ID IE received for the PDU session. The NG-RAN node shall not send to the UE the PDU Session NAS PDUs associated to the failed PDU sessions.

This texts can be kept since when the PDU session level NAS-PDU is not included, the NG-RAN node will not send to the UE.  
Proposal 1: Add the semantics description in Initial Context Setup Request message that the PDU session level NAS-PDU IE is not used in this release. 
3   Conclusion

Based on the discussion in this paper, we propose the following .   

Proposal 2: Add the semantics description in Initial Context Setup Request message that the PDU session level NAS-PDU IE is not used in this release.
