Add an enhanced Make-Before-Break Information IE in HANDOVER REQUEST message

Add a new Cause value “eMBB rejected” to X2AP
Nok: St3 – need to check position: why per-E-RAB? Should be per-UE. No need for confirmation (response comes per-request). Fallback method: what happens if method is not supported? “Smells” like capability indication (which we should avoid). Prefer solution where upon rejection the source triggers regular HO.

SS: similar concerns as Nok (why different from normal MBB)

E///: this should be per-ERAB (e.g. URLLC); on fallback: not about capability, but about rejection (depends on conditions) 

CB: # 32_FolderName

- per-E-RAB or per-UE indication? E.g. URLLC?

- is fallback solution needed?

Summary of offline discussion

It was agreed to introduce an enhanced Make-Before-Break indicator in the HANDOVER REQUEST MESSAGE.
The position of this new IE was discussed:

- In the main message (i.e. per UE)

- In the E-RAB to be setup list (i.e. per E-RAB)

The benefit of having a per E-RAB eMBB was discussed. It was agreed that the per UE indicator will be the baseline. FFS if this indicator is to be moved in the E-RAB to be setup list. It was agreed to ask RAN2 about possible UE impact if the eMBB HO is per E-RAB.
The fallback mechanism proposed in [1] was also discussed. It was agreed that this will need more discussion, and therefore the related procedural text and IEs will be FFS in the BL CRs.
