1 Introduction
At last meeting, the following agreements and WA are made for support CHO in NR:
Reuse existing HO Prep procedure for CHO prep

Reuse existing HO cancel for canceling CHO from source

WA: principles for “monolithic” gNB CHO should also apply to CU-DU split case (e.g. inter-DU CHO)

The target shall be able to signal successful CHO to the source
It was assumed that principles for gNB CHO should also apply to CU-DU split case.

In this paper, we will further analyse the F1 impact to support of CHO in NR.
2 Discussion
In CU-DU split architecture, it is reasonable for the gNB-DU to implement different scheduling strategies or priority handling for incoming normal handover, bearer setup, SCG leg setup, UE initial access. This can be done at the gNB-DU because the gNB DU may be aware of the intention for a context setup request from gNB-CU implicitly.  For example, if the gNB-DU UE F1AP ID IE is absent in the UE Context Setup Request message from gNB-CU, the request is not for a UE initial access.
When CHO is introduced to NR, the gNB-DU shall be also aware of the purpose that an incoming UE context setup request is for CHO resource reservation for similar reasons. A new Conditional HO Indication IE is needed to indicate to gNB-DU for this purpose. Because there is no IEs in current UE context setup request message that be used to c
It was agreed at last meeting that the candidate target node should be able to initiate the cancellation of a prepared on-going CHO in some cases. The gNB-DU may also use such indication to initiate the UE context release for an on-going CHO rather than for a normal handover. 

Proposal:  To introduce a Conditional Handover Indication IE in UE Context Setup Request message on F1AP.
