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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 has discussed the RLF reporting for inter system MRO. 

The scenarios are defined as follows:
- [Inter-system/ Too Late Handover] An RLF occurs after the UE has stayed in a cell belong to NG-RAN node which connects with 5GC for a long period of time; the UE attempts to re-connect to an E-UTRAN cell which connects with EPC.
- [Inter-system/ Too Early Handover] An RLF occurs shortly after a successful handover from a E-UTRAN cell which connects with EPC to a target cell in a NG-RAN node which connects with 5GC; the UE attempts to re-connect to the source cell or to another E-UTRAN cell which connects with EPC.

RAN3 has agreed that it is beneficial that these failures can be reported when the UE connects to an E-UTRAN cell which connects with EPC. 

RAN3 would however like to further point out that the feature of supporting this inter system reporting is to be independent from the legacy RLF reporting. Hence if RAN2 agrees to include a new RLF report (or added information in the existing RLF report) it shall be up to the eNB receiving the indication of available RLF report from the UE to determine whether to request the legacy RLF report or the enhanced RLF report.
