Paging allows the network to reach UEs in RRC_IDLE and in RRC_INACTIVE state through Paging messages, and to notify UEs in RRC_IDLE, RRC_INACTIVE and RRC_CONNECTED state of system information change (see clause 7.3.3) and ETWS/CMAS indications (see clause 16.4) through Short Messages. (see clause 9.2.5) . 
A NPN may be deployed as an SNPN, i.e. operated by an NPN operator and not relying on network functions provided by a PLMN, or a PNI-NPN, i.e. a non-public network deployed with the support of a PLMN, and  the  NG-RAN node could support up to 12 NIDs for SNPN or up to 12 CAG IDs for PNI-NPN (see TS 23.501[3]). In order to support NPN paging optimization for UEs, the AMF may provide paging NID(s)/CAG ID(s) information at CN Paging and the serving NG-RAN node may provide paging NID(s)/CAG ID(s) information at RAN Paging.
