1 Introduction
In this paper we would like to draw RAN3’s attention to the call from CT chairman regarding coordination with IANA.
2 Discussion
In RAN#85, the CT chairman called for better coordination across 3GPP WGs when applying for new port numbers at IANA [1]. The issue was briefly discussed in RAN, and the RAN chairman requested RAN3 to discuss it: “RAN chair: is relevant for RAN3 and should be taken up in RAN3” [2].
In the present paper we simply relay the concerns raised by the CT chairman and the RAN chairman request to discuss the matter. The proposals from the CT chairman seem to boil down to two point:
1. All requests to IANA should go through a single point of contact (CT chair/official 3GPP liaison to IETF)

2. Alternatives to allocating new port numbers should be investigated

More details can be found in [1].

Proposal: to discuss this issue in RAN3.

3 Conclusion
