	It was agreed that if the PDU session Type is "ethernet" or "unstructured", then the header compression for the concerned PDU session shall not be performed. This captured in TS38.413 as the following:

“For each PDU session, if the PDU Session Type IE included in the PDU Session Resource Setup Request Transfer IE of the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message is set to "ethernet" or "unstructured", the NG-RAN node shall not perform header compression for the concerned PDU session.”

However, this is not captured in the TS 38.463, such that the CU-UP cannot detect the abnormal case, e.g., the PDU Session Type IE included in the BEARER CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message is set to "ethernet" or "unstructured", but the ROHC Parameters IE is also included in the PDCP Configuration IE of the BEARER CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, and then the CU-UP may perform header compression which is not a correct behavior, i.e.if PDU session type is set to "ethernet" or "unstructured", gNB-CU-CP shall not include ROHC Parameters IE.
