Discussion

Initial discussion regarding introduction of NPN for E1 took place at RAN3#105, with a summary of offline discussion in [1] and comprising of the following agreements and open topics. 

For SNPN it was agreed that:

1. Over E1, send the list of (PLMN ID, NID)s supported by CU-UP to CU-CP.
For PNI-NPN nothing was agreed. However, the following is a remaining open point:
“Need to signal CU-UP supported CAG IDs to CU CP unless 1-1 mapping slice-CAG?”
We think that it cannot be always assumed that there is a 1-1 mapping between slice and CAG. Therefore, it is useful if gNB-CU-UP signals to gNB-CU-CP its supported CAG IDs. 
Proposal 1: Over E1, send the list of CAG IDs supported by gNB-CU-UP to gNB-CU-CP.
Proposal 2: Agree on introducing the change proposed in the corresponding CR in [2].
