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1. Introduction
As defined in TS 23.501, Maximum Data Burst Volume (MDBV) denotes the largest amount of data that the 5G-AN is required to serve within a period of 5G-AN PDB. Based on the S2-1910663, SA2 would like to request RAN3, CT3 and CT4 to update the corresponding specifications to support the increased maximum allowed value of MDBV for signalled 5QI characteristics, to 2000kbytes.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK16]To support this, the maximum value range of MDBV should be extended from 4095 bytes to 2000000bytes, and Maximum Data Burst Volume should be provided to the target NG-RAN via Xn.
