Introduction

NR MRO has been discussed for several meetings and a bunch of BLCR has been achieved.This paper provide consideration on left issues.
Discussion
RLF report  
In RAN2 ls[1], RAN2 has achieved agreement that LTE RLF can be reported in NR. However, RAN2 was not achieved agreement on NR RLF can be reported to LTE. Since the RLF report can not be fetch from UE,MRO function may failed when RLF happen in gNB and the UE re-access to ng-eNB.The current agreed description is copied below:
	X.2.2  Connection failure due to intra-system mobility

After the RRC re-establishment or RRC connection setup succeed, the UE makes the RLF Report available to the NG-RAN node. The Failure Indication procedure may be initiated after the NG-RAN node fetches the RLF REPORT from UE


Two approaches on the table:

Approach 1:

Specify the UE behavior in this scenario.e.g. to keep NR RLF report for 24 hour and indicate to the network when UE re-access to gNB. The UE’s behavior is also in RAN2’s scope.
Approach 2:
Send LS to RAN2 to discuss whether they can agree NR RLF report can be provide to LTE.  
Proposal 1: Regarding RLF report, Send LS to RAN2 with potential two approaches.

 Stage 2 description relate to O&M and failure report
It is noting MRO O&M requirement and RLF report still missing in current BLCR. Considering RLF Report mechanism has been supported based on RAN2’s agreement and O&M is also important to MRO, then the two aspects need to be captured in stage 2 description.    
Proposal 2:Capture MRO O&M requirement and failure report to TS 38.300.The description of LTE is the baseline.Corresponding stage 2 CR can be found in [2].
Supporting intersystem ping-pong from LTE to NR
Intersystem Ping-pong issue was discussed at last meeting and agreements achieved as below:
	NG-RAN to E-UTRAN ping-pong (and vice versa) shall be supported, including ng-eNB


However, for E-UTRAN to NG-RAN ping-pong issue, the current BLCR does not cover.

Proposal 3: Capture E-UTRAN to NG-RAN ping-pong in TS 36.300 and TS 36.423. The corresponding CRs can be found in [3][4].

Proposal 1: Regarding RLF report, Send LS to RAN2 with potential two approaches.

Proposal 2:Capture MRO O&M requirement and failure report to TS 38.300.The description of LTE is the baseline.Corresponding stage 2 CR can be found in [2].

Proposal 3: Capture E-UTRAN to NG-RAN ping-pong in TS 36.300 and TS 36.423. The corresponding CRs can be found in [3][4].
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
