Summary of offline disc R3-197548
Regarding the scenario, as shown in R3-196945, possibility 2 may be the case, although it may be rare.

Possibility 2: MeNB receive an E-RAB Release from CN soon after it send out the SgNB Addition Request.

It means, the MeNB may send the SgNB Release Request to the SgNB before it receive any reply from the SgNB during the SgNB preparation procedure.

Nevertheless, from the SgNB perspective, when the SgNB receives the SgNB Release Request from MeNB, in this situation, the SgNB has already sent back SgNB Addition Request Ack message. Therefore the scenario that the SgNB does not allocate its SgNB UE X2AP ID will not happen.

Then there may be a crossing of SgNB Release Request from MeNB and SgNB Addition Request Ack from SgNB. However regarding the text proposed from crossing in R3-196945, whether need to have such text or not, need more further checking.

However, result of offline discussion: There is no common agreeable CR. 
Some set of CR are on the table:
1.
R3-197350 that change ASN.1 from Mandatory to Option with procedure text that describe the receiving node when to set the SgNB UE X2AP ID IE.
2.
R3-196581 that change tabular from Option to Mandatory with the procedure text that the receiving node may ignore the SgNB UE X2AP ID
3.
R3-197722 that only change tabular from Option to Mandatory.

4.
R3-197741 that change tabular from Option to Mandatory with procedure text that show the sending side implementation may choose not to set the SgNB UE X2AP ID IE.
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
