2. Summary
2.1 Agreements

As identified in last meeting, the issue of NR restriction information during the handover procedure needs to be solved. 

The straight-forward way is to introduce the HRL list in the Path Switch procedure, and two possible options are proposed:

Option 1: Add the Handover Restriction List IE in the PATH SWITCH REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message;

Option 2: Add a query indication in the PATH SWITCH REQUEST message and the Handover Restriction List IE in the PATH SWITCH REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message.
To simply the design, Option 1 is preferred, i.e., CN should be able to decide when to send the NR restriction info to RAN node if required. CR in [1] can be agreed to solve the problem of wrongly authorized UE with EN-DC operation.
2.2 Further considerations

Furthermore, there is other consideration on the future proof solution. Some company proposes to have a container over X2/Xn to transfer the HRL/MRL without knowing much about topology of the network. In details, the container encoded as OCTET STRING could contain the info from CN and be passed to the target node without loss of the info. During offline discussion, companies see potential benefits of the way forward. However, this is not going to solve the current problem observed by operators, i.e., without upgrade of the legacy eNB. Also, whether duplicated info may be introduced or not should be further checked.
3. Way Forward 
1) Agree the CR in [1] to solve the issue of lost NR restriction issue.
2)  Keep the proposed enhancement open and continue discussing in the next meeting.
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
