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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform SA2 and RAN2 that RAN3 has further worked on the feature introducing alternative QoS profiles and would like to complement its previous answers by the following additions.

In order to reduce the interactions and notification frequency between NG-RAN and 5GC, RAN3 agreed to:

· NG-RAN is allowed to make autonomous changes of QoS among the target set of QoS parameters and the alternative set of QoS parameters;
· NG-RAN will trigger reporting only when crossing a “threshold” according to the received alternative set of QoS parameters. When no alternative set of QoS parameters has been received the NG-RAN behaviour is same as release 15 (i.e. only “fulfilled”, “not fulfilled”).
· It is assumed that NG-RAN implementation can additionally apply some time hysteresis before triggering the notification.

RAN3 has also so far not included reporting based on PDB and PER triggers and would like to express concerns to SA2 as reporting triggers based on PDB and PER variations would further worsen the overall signalling load. RAN3 would like if SA2 could further consider the need of these additions.

Finally, RAN3 has discussed the recent addition for V2X by SA2 of a NAS notification mechanism involving the UE about changes in the QoS parameters that the NG-RAN is currently fulfilling for a QoS Flow. This would actually not be transparent to the RAN since it would require RAN resources to be sent over Uu. RAN3 assumption is that UE can proactively detect the QoS change at the AS layer, which is more efficient for UE to react. However, some company believes QoS change synchronization to UE over NAS is necessary, while some other companies don’t believe the reactive approach, i.e. the notification path NG-RAN->5GC->NG-RAN->UE, is efficient for UE to take immediate action. 
2. Actions:

To SA2 group:
ACTION: 
RAN3 would like to ask SA2 to take into account the RAN3 agreements to limit the signalling and interactions between nodes. RAN3 also like to ask SA2 to reconsider the additions of reporting triggers based on PDB and PER. 
To RAN2 group:

ACTION: 
RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to evaluate the recent addition for V2X by SA2 of a notification mechanism involving the UE about changes in the QoS parameters that the NG-RAN is currently fulfilling for a QoS Flow and feedback RAN3/SA2 about cost and benefits. 
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
