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	Reason for change:
	In the existing PDU session modification procedure, the E-RAB ID is optional but without any procedural texts. 

When the E-RAB ID is included, the NG-RAN shall replace the stored value by the received one. 
But it is not fully clear what will happen when the E-RAB ID is not included in the PDU Session Resource Modify Request Transfer IE. There are two different understandings as follows:
· Understanding 1: keep the existing E-RAB ID. 
· Understanding 2: remove the E-RAB ID.

It should be clarified which understanding is correct NG-RAN node behaviour.

As specified in TS 23.502, when the AMF decides to revoke some EBI(s), e.g. when the AMF receives a new EBI allocation request but there is no EBI available, the AMF may decide to revoke EBI(s) for another PDU Session, the AMF initiates a PDU Session Modification as described in clauses 4.3.3.2 or 4.3.3.3 and includes EBI list to be revoked in the Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext Request. The SMF releases the indicated EBI(s) for the PDU Session. 

Hence, when the E-RAB ID is not included in the PDU Session Resource Modify Request Transfer IE, it should be interpreted that the NG-RAN node should remove the E-RAB ID for the PDU session.

For each PDU session included in the PDU Session Resource Modify Request List IE:
-	For each QoS flow included in the QoS Flow Add or Modify Request List IE, based on the QoS Flow Level QoS Parameters IE, the NG-RAN node may establish, modify or release the DRB configuration and may change allocation of resources on NG or Uu accordingly. The NG-RAN node shall associate each QoS flow accepted to setup or modify with a DRB of the PDU session. The associated DRB for the QoS flow accepted to modify may not change. If the E-RAB ID IE is included in the QoS Flow Add or Modify Request List IE, the NG-RAN node shall replace the previously stored E-RAB ID for the concerned QoS flow and use it as sepcfied in TS 38.300 [8]. If the E-RAB ID IE is not received, the NG-RAN node shall consider that no E-RAB ID is mapped for the concerned QoS flow. 
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
