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	Reason for change:
	The RAN Paging Priority IE is introduced to determine the priority for paging the UE in RRC_INACTIVE state by the NG-RAN node. It contains the service priority with the values 1 to 256 which provides the NG-RAN with a way to understand how important the downlink signalling is. However, it is unclear which value is with higher priority when the NG-RAN node receives different values.

Hence, it is needed to clarify the usage of the RAN Paging Priority. Following the logic of Priority Level IE for a certain QoS flow, Values can be ordered in decreasing order of priority, i.e. with 1 as the highest priority.
