Discussion

Continuation of stage 2 work in TS 36.300.

TS 36.300 is still lacking corrections for the RAN Sharing case with multiple Cell-ID broadcast.

The current definition of the ECGI would suggest that in case of multiple Cell-ID broadcast, the ECGI would be associated with a PLMN ID the cell ID does not belong to. Therefore it is proposed to correct the definition as follows:

E-UTRAN Cell Global Identifier (ECGI): used to identify cells globally. The ECGI is constructed from the PLMN identity the cell belongs to and the E-UTRA Cell Identifier of the cell. The included PLMN is the one given by the first PLMN entry in SIB1 associated with the E-UTRA Cell Identifier of the cell, according to TS 36.331 [16].

Proposal 1:
It is proposed to introduce in TS 36.300 correction for the ECGI definition on how to construct the global E-UTRA cell id in case of RAN Sharing with multiple Cell-ID broadcast.

Further, last meeting we introduced 2 NOTEs in 38.300 (see Rel-15 CR in [1]) to clarify the case that the PLMN ID contained in the global node ID does not always match with the PLMN ID contained in the global cell ID.

As ECGI definition is subject of still open issues for RAN sharing with multiple cell-ID broadcast and the Global eNB ID is part of the TNL address discovery mechanism for EN-DC, corrections for Rel-15 are still justified.

Note, also, that the definitions of ECGI and eNB ID applies for E-UTRAN and NG-RAN.
Proposal 2:
It is proposed to introduce in TS 36.300 the same 2 NOTES as introduced in RAN Sharing corrections for TS 38.300 at RAN3#107bis-e.

Correction of connected en-gNBs in S1AP
Last meeting we received CRs in [2] ff proposing corrections of the type definition of the connected en-gNBs in the S1 SETUP REQUEST and the ENB CONFIGURATION UPDATE messages, which contain information on which en-gNBs are connected to eNBs for X2 TNL address discovery.

The type definition of the contained en-gNB ID in ASN.1 is not a Global en-gNB ID (as the reference in the tabular representation of the messages would suggest), but the en-gNB ID.

We argued last meeting that this would have been the proper way to indicate the en-gNB identification on all interfaces in order to avoid which combination of supported PLMNs and the en-gNB ID would give the “global” node identification.

In order to comply with stage 2 definitions and to allow the X2 TNL address discovery to work (as the related SON IEs very well uses the “global” variant of the node identification, we propose to only correct the tabular representation and provide semantics description on how to construct the “global” identifier.
Proposal 3:
For the open issue on connected en-gNBs in S1AP, it is proposed to only correct the tabular representation of the S1 SETUP REQUEST and the ENB CONFIGURATION UPDATE messages, clarifying how the “global” en-gNB identifier is constructed.

Conclusion and Proposals
The following is proposed:

Proposal 1:
It is proposed to introduce in TS 36.300 correction for the ECGI definition on how to construct the global E-UTRA cell id in case of RAN Sharing with multiple Cell-ID broadcast.

Proposal 2:
It is proposed to introduce in TS 36.300 the same 2 NOTES as introduced in RAN Sharing corrections for TS 38.300 at RAN3#107bis-e.

Proposal 3:
For the open issue on connected en-gNBs in S1AP, it is proposed to only correct the tabular representation of the S1 SETUP REQUEST and the ENB CONFIGURATION UPDATE messages, clarifying how the “global” en-gNB identifier is constructed.

Proposal 4:
It is proposed to agree on CRs provided in [3]-[6]
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
