It is noting that RLF report behavior has been captured in running stage 2 BLCR for NR MRO. However, the behavior description in stage 2 overlap with description in Uu interface.

Since how to define UE behavior belong to Uu interface, and RLF report is not only used for MRO, it is suggest to remove the corresponding description from stage 2 TP. To keep the behavior definition in one place will mitigate mismatch issue among different specifications.
Proposal：To remove UE behavior relate to RLF report stage 2 description.
