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Introduction
This paper addresses the final issue on editor’s note removal regarding the immediate transition to suspension in MO-EDT for UP CIoT 5GS optimization.
Discussion 
In last RAN2 meeting, there was no time for RAN2 to discuss the topic of early release with AS RAI. However, one contribution in RAN2 has gained important traction with a large number of supporting companies to showcase the feasibility of the eNB releasing the UE immediately, i.e. without waiting for an acknowledgement from the MME/AMF [1]. The contribution has also emphasized on the benefits in terms of energy efficiency and signaling gain that can be achieved in the network with such early release when the UE has indicated AS RAI.
Observation 1: there is current on-going discussion in RAN2 with many supporters that foster the benefits of eNB releasing the UE immediately after receiving AS RAI.
Since the editor’s note that was added in last RAN3 meeting in [2] can be interpreted as an acknowledgement that the current signaling can be subject to change, based on, e.g., further optimization that can result from the RAN2 discussion, it is proposed to continue this discussion in RAN3 in Rel-17 as part of TEI.
Proposal: RAN3 to acknowledge that there is a possibility for the eNB to release the UE immediately, i.e., without waiting for an acknowledgement from the MME/AMF and such solution will achieve a reduction of signalling. Due to lack of time in Rel-16 the solution is proposed to be discussed in Rel-17 as part of TEI.
It is also worth noting that from RAN3’s standpoint we do not expect any Stage 3 changes in case SA2 reconsiders the signaling solution. The only changes expected from RAN2/RAN3 standpoint are actually only in Stage 2, e.g., to update the figures in TS 36.300 so that it would be possible for the eNB to release the UE any time after Msg3 is received. One easy way to do so is to capture such possibility by adding dashed lines after Msg3 indicating RRC release to the UE.
Observation 2: In case SA2 reconsiders the signaling solution, the only changes that will follow are stage 2 only.
Conclusion, Recommendations 
· It is proposed to agree on the following:
It is acknowledged by RAN3 that there is a possibility for the eNB to release the UE immediately, i.e., without waiting for an acknowledgement from the MME/AMF and such solution will achieve a reduction of signalling. Due to lack of time in Rel-16, such solution is proposed to be discussed in Rel-17 as part of TEI.
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
