This paper provides background information why the term "broadcast/multicast" is used in the CR proposal to TS 25.401 (R3-000425).

The reason is to cover the future development of services for which the user information is broadcast in certain types of service areas (called broadcast service areas).

For Release 99 only the Cell Broadcast Service is applicable. It is specified in TS 22.003 (stage 1) and TS 23.041 (stage 2).

The stage 1 of other services is given by TS 22.060 but they are not finalised in Release 99. Whether they will be completed in Release 2000 is an open issue. The services are: Point-to-multipoint Multicast, Point-to-multipoint Group Call and IP Multicast.

Other multimedia services broadcasting user information may come up in the next releases.

Proposal

The term "broadcast/multicast" should remain and will be abbreviated with "BM".
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
