This TP introduces specification text along WAs for 5G MBS agreed at RAN3#109-e:

Use existing NG-RAN architecture to support NR MBS.

No MCE entity/node in RAN architecture.

gNB makes the decision on using PTP or PTM over the radio. 
No SYNC protocol for this release.

MBS Session Resources: the term to denote NG-RAN resources for control and delivery of MBS user data, to be used on NG, Xn, F1 and E1.

WA: For 5GC shared MBS traffic delivery of user data to a gNB, we shall use shared NG-U transport, regardless of delivery method over the radio

WA: use “PTP” and “PTM” over the radio: definitions of “PTP” and “PTM”  in RAN3 are pending until basic RAN1/2 decisions are made
This TP would also considers agreements from the TSG#89 decisions to explicitly support broadcast services in Rel-17 - the term “broadcast” is mentioned in section heading in the BL CR for TS 38.300, so there is no need, at this stage, for further explicit statements.
There are some agreements that refer to absence of entities or protocols, which are not suited for explicit statements in stage 2 either.

So, what remains is to state applicability of NG-RAN and gNB (internal) architecture as specified in TS 38.300 and TS 38.401.
