RAN3 thanks SA2 for their LS on cell configuration of Allowed NSSAI for Rel-17 RAN slicing.
RAN3 discussed the Rel-15/16 assumption and replies as follows. 
· In Rel-15 and 16, is it expected that each cell in the tracking area supports the same S-NSSAI(s)? (or, said otherwise, do all cells advertising the same TAC support the same set of S-NSSAIs?). 
· RAN3 Answer: Yes.
RAN3 also discuss the Rel-17 slice deployment scenarios, and think that the Rel-15/16 assumption may incur limitations, e.g., TA re-planning, frequent TAU, etc. Hence it is beneficial if R17 can further study the case that all the cells in the same TA support different S-NSSAI(s). RAN3 understand SA2 can make final decision.
