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	Reason for change:
	Clause 8.10.1 describes how each NRPPa function maps to an NRPPa Transport procedure over NGAP. However, one NRPPa function is missing from the description (Reporting of General Error Situations).

Also, the text in clause 8.10.1 is written as if “NRPPa Transport Procedure” is itself a single NGAP procedure that can use both UE-associated and non-UE associated signalling. However, it is actually a set of four different NGAP procedures, each using either UE-associated or non-UE associated signalling (but not both).

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1) The NRPPa “Reporting of General Error Situations” function is added, and maps to either UE-associated or non-UE associated signaling depending on the NRPPa message that triggers the error.
2) The Downlink UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure and the Uplink UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure use UE associated signaling.
3) The Downlink Non UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure and the Uplink Non UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure use non-UE associated signaling.

Impact analysis:
Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release):
This CR has an impact under protocol point of view. The impact can be considered isolated because the change affects only the NRPPa Transport Procedure.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	It would remain unclear whether the NRPPa “Reporting of General Error Situations” function uses UE-associated or non-UE associated signaling over NGAP. Also, it would remain unclear whether the NRPPa Transport procedures use UE-associated or non-UE associated signaling.
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The purpose of the NRPPa Transport procedures is to carry NRPPa signalling (defined in TS 38.455 [19]) between the NG-RAN node and the LMF over the NG interface as defined in TS 38.455 [19]. 
The Downlink UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure and the Uplink UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure may use UE-associated signalling or non-UE associated signalling. The UE-associated signalling is used to support E-CID Location Information Transfer, and Positioning Information Transfer, and Reporting of General Error Situations due to reception of an NRPPa message that utilized UE-associated signalling. 
The Downlink Non UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure and the Uplink Non UE Associated NRPPa Transport procedure use non-UE associated signalling. The non-UE associated signalling is used to support OTDOA Information Transfer, Assistance Information Transfer, TRP Information Transfer, and Measurement Information Transfer, and Reporting of General Error Situations due to reception of an NRPPa message that utilized non-UE associated signalling.
