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1	Overall description
SA5 is working on the Rel-17 WI “Management Aspects of 5G Network Sharing (MANS)”. During the discussion, the companies have different opinions on whether the feature multiple SSBs in a carrier can be used to support NG-RAN sharing. SA5 notices that the feature multiple SSBs in a carrier is described in TS 38.300, clause 5.2.4 and Annex B.2, however, no description is provided as to whether this feature can be used to support NG-RAN sharing or not.
SA5 would like to ask RAN2 and RAN3 to clarify the following questions.
1) Whether the feature multi-SSBs in a carrier is mature and stable in RAN specification? Why the Annex B.2 Multiple SSBs in a carrier in TS 38.331 is informative?
2) Is the feature multiple SSBs in a carrier specific for NG-RAN sharing?
3) Whether the feature multiple SSBs in a carrier can be used to support NG-RAN sharing (i.e. the cell associated to different SSBs can be used by different operators)?
