In addition, on NG, the NG-RAN node signals the SNPN ID(s) supported per tracking area and the AMF signals the SNPN ID(s) supported per node; on Xn, NG-RAN nodes exchange SNPN ID(s) supported per cell. In case of UE onboarding, on NG, the AMF signals the Onboarding Support indication associated with each suppoted SNPN ID.  
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
