	Requested Item not Supported
	The NG-RAN node does not support the requested measurement object, or cannot provide the requested information item.

	Requested Item Temporarily not Available
	The NG-RAN node can temporarily not provide the requested measurement object or information item.

	UE in RRC_INACTIVE state
	The NG-RAN aborts the action due to the UE entering RRC_INACTIVE state.

	UE Context moved
	UE context has moved to another NG-RAN.

	UE context released
	UE context has been released and UE entered RRC IDLE state.

	Abstract Syntax Error (Reject)

	Abstract syntax error (falsely constructed message)
