Currently no procedure texts for IMS voice EPS fallback from 5G are given. 
Also the Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency priority can be used for inter-RAT/inter-frequency handover, for which the IMS voice EPS fallback from 5G has the same purpose. It is not clear what the NG-RAN behaviour is when it receives both the SPID and IMS voice EPS fallback.

· Add a note that if the target eNB receives both IEs in the source to the target container, it could priorities the SPID over the IMS voice EPS fallback from 5G.

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Not clear about the usage of IMS voice EPS fallback from 5G.

If the Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency priority IE is contained in the Source eNB to Target eNB Transparent Container IE, the target eNB shall store the content of the received Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency priority IE in the UE context and use it as defined in TS 36.300 [14].
If the Additional RRM Policy Index IE is contained in the Source eNB to Target eNB Transparent Container IE, the target eNB shall, if supported, store it and use it as defined in TS 36.300 [14].
