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1	Overall description
RAN3 thanks SA5 for the LS reply on QoS Monitoring for URLLC.
RAN3 discussed the support of distribution of packet delays defined in TS 28.552. After discussion, RAN3 thinks that:
-	The Distribution of UL packet delays indicated in the LS S5-211350 can be calculated either based on the average values defined in TS 28.552, or based on the per packet delay measurement samples by RAN implementation. Because the current average values of RAN part packet delays are also calculated based on per packet level samples. 
-	There is no any definition for per packet RAN part delays measurement in RAN specifications. The defining of per packet RAN part delay measurement is out of RAN3 scope and should be discussed in RAN2.
RAN3 suggests SA5 to consult with RAN2 for the defining of per packet level RAN part delays if needed.
