1	Introduction
RAN2 sent an LS to RAN3/SA2/SA4 [1] in last meeting，where question 1 requires a reply from RAN3:
Question 1: Can an "MBS ID" (e.g. SAI) be defined for NR MBS for use in SIB and the upper layer signalling (e.g. USD), to avoid too many TMGIs from being broadcast in System Information?
In this contribution, we provide further analysis and proposal on the MBS broadcast service continuity and MBS session identification.

According to the discussion in RAN2, most companies agree that some kind of identifier such as/similar to SAI in LTE is needed for the mapping between MBS services/sessions and frequencies in SIB as the overhead related to signalling all TMGIs safe might be too large to fit into SIB "[1]. 
Also, according to the discussion in RAN3, some companies agree that“introduce SAI or MBS service group ID for Broadcast Session, and exchange between gNBs via OAM”. Therefore，it can be assumed that in RAN3, it is acceptable to identify a service area for a MBS session with SAI or MBS service group IDs. 
Based on the RAN2/3 discussion, it can be assumed that most companies agreed to introduce an "MBS ID" (e.g. SAI) to identify the service area for a MBS broadcast session.
Proposal 1：Support to introduce a SAI or MBS service group ID to identify the service area for a MBS broadcast session.
Accordingly, a draft LS reply is provided in contribution [2].
