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Introduction
In the previous RAN3 meetings, the country-specific routing were discussed, and some agreements were reached.
RAN2 is expected to be responsible for how the NG-RAN acquires location (from the UE or otherwise); RAN3 will keep providing feedback or requirements as needed.

The gNB is expected to know when the UE moves across the country border, in case the serving NTN cell serves part (or all) of more than 1 country”, liaise RAN2 for feedback.

WA: introduce RAN UE NGAP ID in the Source NG-RAN Node to Target NG-RAN Node Transparent Container IE, which enables the target gNB to know the handover is related to an existing UE.

The UE location information reported from the UE (as specified by RAN2) is accurate enough for AMF (re-)selection. 
Continue to discuss whether and how to address the use case “UE moves across the country (within the same cell) and not support the new PLMN of the country” 

In this contribution, we will further discuss the left issue for country-specific routing.
Discussion
In [1], one possible scenario for country-specific routing for a RRC_CONNECTED UE has been raised, i.e. the UE moves across the country border within the same NTN earth fixed cell, but the UE only supports the local PLMN and does not support the new PLMN of the new country. In this case, the UE should be switched over to a candidate cell with the local PLMN, otherwise, the UE should be released.

However, from the latest 38.300 BL[2], the scenario that the new PLMN of the new country is not supported by the UE has not been specified.

AMF (Re-)Selection by gNB

The gNB implements the NAS Node Selection Function specified in TS 38.410 [16].

For a RRC_CONNECTED UE, when the gNB is configured to ensure that the UE is using an AMF that serves the country in which the UE is located.If the gNB detects that the UE is in a different country to that served by the serving AMF, it should perform an NG handover to change to an appropriate AMF.
Editor’s note: Text may need to be revised depending on RAN2/SA2/RAN3 progress.
As the handover to a candidate cell with the local PLMN can be regarded as the NG handover to change to an appropriate AMF, the “UE release” should be added in the BL CR.
Proposal: Add the description of the above scenario in the 38.300 BL CR.
