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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to request SA2 feedback on the feasibility of two solutions that RAN3 is currently investigating for mobility to/from non-MBS supporting nodes.

Supporting to non-supporting: end markers to stop the data forwarding 
RAN3 investigate solutions where CN provides UE individual end markers to the source gNB either over the shared N3 tunnel or over the associated unicast N3 tunnel. And then the source gNB forwards the end markers to the target gNB. 
For the shared tunnel this would require that the MB-UPF includes a UE ID in the end marker packets; for the unicast N3 tunnel this would require the addition of the CN SN (Sequence Number) in the end marker packets by UPF (i.e. MB-UPF sends regular packets over N9 with the CN SN (same as sent over N3mb) and UPF includes in the end marker packets the received CN SN at the time of the switch).

Non-Supporting to Supporting: eliminate duplicates at target side
Before the handover, for individual delivery, MB-UPF sends the packets to UPF over N9 with the CN SN. At the path switch of the handover, the UPF sends the packets to target gNB including the received CN SN. The target gNB uses it to eliminate duplicates with packets received over the N3mb.
