RAN3 would like to thank SA5’s LS on the F1 interface for MOCN network sharing for multiple Cell Identity broadcast scenario. 
Regarding the questions in the LS, RAN3 would like to give the following feedback:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK2][bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Issue#1: Is either of the Common F1 interface or Dedicated F1 interface optional to implement?
Answer: Yes
Here RAN3 would like to point out that as long as RAN sharing is deployed, it is up to network strategy to decide to implement either the Common F1 interface or Dedicated F1 interface. In current RAN3 spec, we use “interface instance” to represent a logical interface for each shared PLMN (i.e. dedicated interface or per PLMN interface), while before the introduction of “interface instance”, it is actually up to implementation whether to implement a common interface or dedicated interface.
Issue#2: Can both Common F1 and Dedicated F1 interface be supported simultaneously by same gNB?
Answer: Yes. 
RAN3 understand that it is up to network implementation and also pending on operator’s request, i.e. no additional specification impacts foreseen to simultaneously support both Common F1 and Dedicated F1 interface by the same gNB.
